•Owners and back yard repairers are purchasing 
these vehicles from auction yards and are putting 
them back on our roads.

•They do not have the knowledge or expertise of 
licensed, experienced heavy vehicle repairers and 
do not know what to look for.

•In the pursuit of cost savings, these same owners 
and “back yarders”  over look these safety items to 
minimise repair costs.

•STEERING BOX AND PITMAN ARM 
IS LOCATED ON THE RIGHT HAND !

TO TRUCK CRACKED IN HALF!





•CRACK TESTING OF KING PINS
•X-RAY OF AXLE
•LATHE TESTING

•NO EXTERNAL DAMAGES EVIDENT BUT 
KING PIN WAS FOUND TO BE CRACKED!
